Gáldu – Resource Centre for the Rights of Indigenous Peoples – is established 
as a link in Norwegian authorities’ human rights policies and Sámi poli­

cies and is a supplement to the human rights community in Norway. Gáldu means 
“source” in Sámi, and the Centre has as a vision to be an independent, relevant and 
reliable source of information about indigenous people’s rights and Sámi rights.

The main objective of the Centre is to contribute to increased knowledge about and 
understanding of Sámi and indigenous people’s rights. It is a professionally indepen­
dent institution and has as its activity to produce and disseminate documentation 
and information about Sámi rights and indigenous people’s rights. Everyone who 
is seeking knowledge about indigenous people’s rights both nationally and interna­
tionally can avail themselves of the Centre, which is located in Kautokeino and has 
three employees. 

Gáldus’ website www.galdu.org (English website: www.galdu.org/web/index.
php?giella1=eng) contains a wealth of new information and other material about 
indigenous peoples around the world, and is also a resource for information about 
international and national conventions, declarations, processes and other issues 
affecting indigenous peoples. The Centre publishes a journal of indigenous people’s 
rights, Gáldu Čála, with relevant themes and a high professional level. 

The Centre’s information package, “We Are the Sámi”, is a collection of basic infor­
mation about the Sámis on Fact Sheets and DVD, which can easily be used in all 
contexts where Sámi conditions are going to be presented.
