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International Centre
for Reindeer Husbandry (ICR)

The International Centre For Reindeer HusBandry (ICR) was estab­
lished in 2005 by the Ministry of Local Government and Regional Develop­

ment as an administrative agency with special powers. Th e Centre, which is located 
in Kautokeino, is established for a limited period. Th e daily operations are led by a 
general manager who is appointed by the Board of Directors.

Th e ICR is a professionally independent institution that will contribute to maintain­
ing and developing a sustainable reindeer husbandry and to strengthening the colla­
boration amongst reindeer herders. Th e Centre will also contribute to protecting 
reindeer husbandry’s traditional knowledge, and promote knowledge and under­
standing of reindeer husbandry. In addition, the Centre will off er professional and 
administrative assistance to the Association of World Reindeer Herders (WRH) 
and its international activities. Th e target group for the Centre’s activities includes 
reindeer herders, public authorities, research institutions and communities, organi­
sations and liaison bodies in Norway and other countries. 

Th e Centre is led by a Board of Directors with fi ve members and three deputy mem­
bers. Th e Ministry of Labour and Social Inclusion appoints the Chairman and other 
board and deputy members in consultation with the WRH. Th e appointments are 
made on the basis of submitted recommendations from the WRH, Sámi University 
College – Nordic Sámi Institute, the University of Tromsø – Department of Arctic 
Biology, the Sámi Council and reindeer husbandry organisations in Norway (Asso­
ciation of Norwegian Reindeer Sámi), Finland (Sámi Reindeer Herder’s Association 
in Finland), Sweden (National Association of Swedish Sámi) and Russia (Reindeer 
Herders’ Union of Russia).

Th e ICR reports annually to the Ministry of Labour and Social Inclusion.
