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Radio and television

In the autumn of 1946, the Norwegian Broadcasting Corporation’s (NRK) offi  ce in 
Tromsø started sending 15­minute weekly radio broadcasts in Sámi. Since that time, the 

broadcasts have increased to more than 30 hours a week. NRK’s Sámi Radio Section was 
established in 1976 with its main offi  ce in Karasjok. Th e NRK Sámi Radio in Norway now 
has eight local offi  ces around the country. 

In addition to the daily broadcasts in Northern Sámi, NRK Sámi Radio produces regularly 
scheduled radio broadcasts for the Lule and Southern Sámi­speaking populations. Both of 
these dialects have 30­minute radio programmes every week and newspages on text TV, 
which are also off ered on the Internet. Th e local offi  ces in Tysfj ord and Snåsa produce pro­
grammes in Lule and Southern Sámi, respectively.

In the autumn of 2001, NRK in Norway and Sveriges Television (SVT) in Sweden started 
jointly sending daily 10­minute televised newscasts in Sámi in these two countries. One 
year later, the Finnish Broadcasting Company’s (YLE) Rundradio joined this cooperation. 
Today, the broadcasts are 15 minutes and are produced by NRK Sámi Radio with input from 
Sweden and Finland. Th e broadcasts are sent on national television in Norway, Finland and 
Sweden. In addition, NRK Sámi Radio produces weekly children’s programmes in Sámi, 
which are also broadcast on national television in Norway. 

Th rough a pan­Nordic project, the Sámi radio stations have established an Internet news 
service. Work is in process to increase the Internet off er with both cultural and entertain­
ment services.

In addition, the commercial radio stations P4 and Kanal (Channel) 24, and the commercial 
television station TV 2, broadcast programmes in Sámi and on topics of Sámi interest to 
meet the requirements of licensing terms and conditions issued by the Ministry of Culture.
