Th e Sámediggi’s Youth Policy Committee (SYPC)
Th e SYPC aims to contribute towards the strengthening of Sámi youths’ participation and 
infl uence in the Sámediggi’s policies. Th e SYPC seeks to motivate young Sámis to become 
active within the community and politically involved; it aims to increase youths’ partici­
pation in the elections to the Sámediggi and to get more young Sámis represented in the 
Sámediggi and various boards and committees. Th e SYPC also organises the Sámediggi’s 
annual youth conference, and works on issues on its own initiative.

Th e SYPC acts as a contact link between Sámi youth and the Sámediggi, and as a consulta­
tive body and initiative­taker towards the Sámediggi concerning youth issues. It assists 
the Sámediggi in the formulation of its youth profi le and youth policies. Th e SYPC has a 
permanent contact in the Sámediggi Executive Council, and has two meetings a year with 
the Council. 

Th e Sámediggi’s administration functions as Secretariat for the SYPC, and enquiries to the 
SYPC can be made through the administration or directly to the SYPC’s members. 

Th e SYPC consists of fi ve permanent members, all of whom are appointed by the Sámediggi 
Council. Th ey come from various parts of the country, and are between the ages of 18 and 
28.
