The Expert Mechanism on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples,

Proposes that its second session proceed with the following provisional agenda:

1. Election of officers.

2. Adoption of agenda and organization of work.

3. Possible thematic requests from the Council.

4. Study on lessons learned and challenges to achieve the implementation on the right of indigenous peoples to education (presentation of study).

5. The UN Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples on the following themes: 

a) Implementation of the Declaration at the regional and national levels.
b) Adjudication, redress, just and fair compensation, and repatriation.

6. Proposals to the Human Rights Council for its consideration and approval.
7. Adoption of the report.

Would need five (5) working days
Proposes to be authorised two (2) days of preparatory meetings
Participants are requested to submit relevant written documentation to the Expert Mechanism.
